The four characteristics of minerals

The two characteristics of rocks

1.  solid
2.  found in nature
Know the meaning and application of the following terms:

1.  crystal- a solid in which the atoms are arranged in an orderly, repeating three-dimensional pattern
2.  magma- molten rock inside the earth
3.  lava- molten rock that has reached the earth’s surface
4.  cleavage- the tendency for a mineral to break along flat surfaces
5.  fracture- the tendency for a mineral to break into irregular pieces
6.  streak- the color of a mineral’s powder left behind when it is scraped across a streak plate
7.  luster- how a mineral reflects light from its surface

- Described as metallic or nonmetallic
8.  Mohs hardness scale- shows the resistance of a mineral to being scratched

- 1 is the softest (example: talc) and 10 is the hardest (example: diamond)
9.  sediment- solid materials such as rock fragments, plant, and animal remains, or minerals that are carried by water or by air and that settle on the bottom of a body of water or on the ground

- Sediment is created by weathering and erosion
Be familiar with the rock cycle and how it works

Know how the three types of rock form

1.  sedimentary- formed by cementation and compaction
2.  metamorphic- formed by extreme heat and pressure
3.  igneous- formed by melting and cooling of magma or lava

- intrusive igneous- formed inside the earth

- extrusive igneous- formed on the earth’s surface
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
