1. Fresh water- water that is not salty and has little or no taste, color or smell
2. Salt water- water that contains dissolved salts and other minerals
3. Water cycle- the continuous movement of water on Earth, through its atmosphere, and in the living things on Earth
4. Groundwater- water that collects and is stored underground
5. Permeable- allowing the passage of water
6. Impermeable- resistant to the passage of water
7. Water table- the highest part in the ground that is completely filled with water
8. Aquifer- an underground layer of permeable rock that contains water

15. Desalination- the process of removing salt from ocean water
a. Expensive process

Three phases of water: solid (ice), liquid (water), and gas (water vapor)

Amount and location of water on earth

· 70% of Earth is water
· Oceans = 96.5% of Earth’s water

· Ice = 1.74% of Earth’s water

· Groundwater = 1.7% of Earth’s water
· Lakes = <1% of Earth’s water
· Swamps = <1% of Earth’s water
· Rivers = <1% of Earth’s water
Parts of the water cycle
1. Evaporation- the process by which liquid changes into gas

a. Speeds up with low humidity, high temperature, wind
b. Most evaporation occurs at large bodies of water (ex: ocean, lakes, rivers)

2. Transpiration- when water evaporates directly from the leaves of plants

3. Condensation- the process by which a gas changes to a liquid

a. Water droplets combine and form clouds

4. Precipitation- any type of liquid or solid water that falls to Earth’s surface (ex: rain, snow, sleet, hail)

5. Infiltration- movement of water from Earth’s surface into permeable rock or soil

6. Runoff- water that hits land and does not evaporate or infiltrate the ground

a. Gravity pulls it downward until it reaches a body of water or area of permeable ground
